DURANGO: An incredible day awaits at MESA VERDE NATIONAL PARK,
which preserves the one thousand year culture of the remarkable Anasazi Indians,
“the Ancient Ones’. Visit the fascinating SPRUCE TREE CLIFF DWELLINGS
and see the famous CLIFF PALACE, two of the largest cliff dwellings built
between AD 1211 and 1278 by the ancestors of the
Puebloan peoples of the Southwest. Believed to be
home to approximately 80 people, Spruce Tree House
was built into a natural cave and found to have 130
rooms and 8 ceremonia chambers.
