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DAY

1	 EDMONTON to CALGARY to GREAT FALLS: Sunday. Your Northern 
Nevada Sightseeing Tour begins as you are welcomed aboard your deluxe coach 
in Edmonton. Travel south via Red Deer, Calgary to Lethbridge meeting your 
travel companions enroute. Passengers boarding the coach in Lethbridge will 
be dropped off in Fort Macleod on the return trip.
